(Unfortunately this is an American site so the tables are set out with the table you are practising listed first i.e in the 6 times table we say 1x6, 2x6, 3x6 etc. The US convention is x1, 6x2, 6x3 etc. It does however reinforce the concept of commutivity (ie multiplication can be done in either order to get the same answer)

http://www.maths-games.org/times-table-shooter.html  A game set against the clock – choose the times table you want to work on. With limited ammunition, shoot the correct answer.  Looks basic but is strangely addictive as the higher screens move very quickly
http://www.what2learn.com/home/examgames/maths/subtraction/     Choose to practise any times table from 2x to 12x (there is no mixed option). The first level presents the questions in order, e.g. 1 x 2, 2 x 2, 3 x 2, which is useful when you are just starting to learn a new multiplication table. There is no timer. Questions go up to 12 x the chosen number.

It is against the clock and designed to be done at speed
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	You can select part of the table, such as or "1×1 to 5×5" or "7× row" so you can concentrate on getting good one chunk at a time.
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	Timed Workout style.

	Cutoff Time pushes you to quickly remember, not count to get an answer.
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	Shows you the correct answer when you get it wrong.
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	Remembers your performance (during the session, but not between sessions) so that it gives you more practice on your weaknesses. If you get 7x9 wrong, it gives you the answer then quickly repeats the question
